It is this approach that
constitutes the main methodological foundation of pragmatics. In the 30s of the
20th century, pragmatics was separated as a component of semiotics and formed as
a new research direction in linguistics. In this process, speech act theory, reference
Issues, and the analysis of communicative meaning gained importance
Speech activity and communicative intention. Speech activity is at the center of
linguopragmatics. The speech process is determined not only by grammatical and
semantic knowledge, but also by the communicative purpose and situation.
Therefore, the speech competence of a speaker includes not only his knowledge of
the language system, but also his ability to use it appropriately.
Communicative intention is the main component of a speech act. Each speech unit
Is aimed at a specific goal, it performs the function of influencing the listener,
conveying information or expressing an attitude. From this point of view, speech
acts are directly related to human social activity.
The relationship between semantics and pragmatics
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The difference between semantics and pragmatics is one of the important scientific
issues in linguistics. While semantics studies the lexical and grammatical meaning
of language units, pragmatics analyzes how these units acquire meaning in a
specific speech situation. The same language unit can have different meanings in
different communicative situations. This indicates that pragmatic meaning depends
on the context. Therefore, in order to fully understand a language, it is necessary to
take into account not only its semantic system, but also its pragmatic features.
Pragmatic meaning and national-cultural factors

In particular, phraseological units play an important role in enhancing imagery and
emotional expressiveness in the speech process in the Uzbek language. Through
such units, the speaker expresses his attitude more clearly and effectively.
Metaphor, irony and other stylistic means also serve as important tools in the
formation of pragmatic meaning. They increase not only the content of speech, but
also its impact.
